He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and
his kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the
Son. Who, with the Father and the Son, is worshiped and glorified, who has spoken through the
Prophets.

We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the
forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who in his great mercy has promised forgiveness of sins to all
those who sincerely repent and with true faith turn to him, have mercy upon you, pardon and
deliver you from all your sins, confirm and strengthen you in all goodness, and bring you to
everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

And now, O merciful Father; in your great goodness, we ask you to bless and sanctify, with your

Word and Holy Spirit, these gifts of bread and wine, that we, receiving them according to your
Son our Savior Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be

partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.

For on the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given
thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my Body which is given
for you: Do this in remembrance of me.” Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he
had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the
New Covenant, which is shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you

drink it, do this in remembrance of me.” Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith-

And here we offer and present to you, O Lord, ourselves, our souls and bodies, to be a
reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice; humbly pleading that all those who shall partake of this
Holy Communion may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of your Son Jesus
Christ; that, by the Holy Spirit, we may be filled with your grace and heavenly benediction, and
made one body with him, so that he may dwell in us, and we in him.
