The Liturgy of the Palms

Dear brothers and sisters, from the beginning of Lent until now we have been preparing our 

hearts by repentance and self-sacrifice. Today, with the whole Church, we herald the beginning 

of the celebration of the Paschal Mystery. On this day our Lord Jesus Christ entered Jerusalem 

and was welcomed as King with palms and shouts of praise. Today we greet him as our King, 

though we know his crown was a crown of thorns, and his throne a cross. 
  

Therefore, I invite you to follow our Lord this Holy Week, from his triumphal entry, through his 

suffering and death, to the glory of his resurrection.

Word and Holy Spirit, these gifts of bread and wine, that we, receiving them according to your 

Son our Savior Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be 

partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood. 
 

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given 

thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my Body which is given 

for you: Do this in remembrance of me.”  Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he 

had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the 

New Covenant, which is shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you 

drink it, do this in remembrance of me.”
